VEGETATION MANAGEMENT WORKSHOP 
 

Poway, CA – The City of Poway will be hosting a community meeting to discuss the City’s 

proposed Vegetation Management Program.  The meeting will be held Wednesday, March 5, 

2008 at 7:00 p.m., at the Community Center Auditorium, located at 13094 Civic Center Drive. 

The challenge for the City is to develop strategies for protecting existing developments with a 

deliberate, proactive Vegetation Management Program aimed at creating defensible space within 

our community.  Staff considered a number of factors, and recommended that the City Council 

modify its existing weed abatement program to incorporate vegetation management standards.  

The proposed Vegetation Management Program includes six standards: 

¶ Within 100-feet of habitable structures, clear all highly flammable chaparral species, and 

remove all dead, dying, or diseased trees and shrubs; 

¶ Dead wood should be removed from trees that are near or overhang a building; 

¶ Mature trees (over 18 feet tall) that are within 100 feet from a structure, should be trimmed 

six feet above the ground and ten feet from chimney outlets; 

¶ Debris and green waste more than six inches in depth should be removed from under 

trees; 

¶ Roofs should be maintained free of leaves, needles, or other dead vegetation; and 

¶ Garbage, refuse, trash, green waste, cuttings, trimmings, and other combustible waste 

should be removed from the property, driveways, and roadways.
